Required Attire
Creative Dance I & II (ages 3-5) – Pink tank-style 
leotard, pink tights and pink ballet shoes and 
white tap shoes that tie.

Pre-Ballet and Tap (ages 5-8) – China blue tank-
style leotard, pink tights and pink ballet shoes 
and white tap shoes that tie.

Classical Ballet (ages 8-12) – Black tank- or 
camisole-style leotard, pink tights and pink ballet 
shoes.

Classical Ballet (ages 12 & up) – Any solid color 
tank- or camisole-style leotard, pink tights and 
pink ballet shoes.

Tap (ages 9 & up) – Black tap oxfords.

Jazz/Hip Hop (ages 9 & up) – Black jazz, hip 
hop or tennis shoes and any color leotard, tights, 
leggings or jazz pants.

Boys (all ages) – T-shirt, shorts, leggings or 
sweats with socks, black ballet, jazz and tap 
oxfords.

The focus of the Majestic Ballet is to share the joy and worship of Christ through the art 
of dance and performs for churches and other organizations. Students must be 

14 years or older, with a strong background in ballet and at least two years of pointe.

Performing
All students perform twice a year at the Rome 
City Auditorium – Our Christmas performances in 
December (which is a Christian-based ballet) and 
our Spring performances which are at the end of 
May. Our Spring performances will showcase our 
Tap, Jazz and Hip Hop dancers at 2:00 p.m. and 
our Ballet production will be at 7:00 p.m. (both on 
the same day). This gives students stage experience 
and displays progress they have made throughout 
the year. Each student is required to pay a $25 
recital fee or $30 per family is also assessed.

Kathy continued her training 
under the renowned Stanley Zompakos, 
soloist under George Balanchine of the New 
York City Ballet. She later studied in Atlanta 
with Rotaru Ballet (Vaganova Technique) as 
well as studying at the Houston Ballet in 
1991.

Kathy taught dance at Shorter College in 
addition to teaching for Berry and Georgia 
Highlands Colleges’ Community Programs.

Kathy attended Ballet Magnificat’s 
intensive summer workshops for teachers 
from 2004-2007 in Jackson, Mississippi – a 
highly acclaimed Christian ballet company 
that tours internationally spreading the 
gospel of Jesus Christ.

Mission Statement
  Our mission is to help nurture young dancers 
in a Christian environment while developing 
their abilities as artists as well as dancers. 
The school offers a comprehensive curriculum 
designed to inspire the very young through 
adult levels. Through the proper and traditional 
instruction of the art of dance, the school 
helps develop confidence, poise, discipline and 
positive self-expression in every student.

Registration
  THE STUDIO BEGINS CLASSES EVERY 
SEPTEMBER AFTER LABOR DAY AND 
ENDS IN MAY. THE STUDIO IS OPEN ON 
REGISTRATION DAY in August so that parents 
and students may visit and discuss the classes. 
Beginning students are placed according to age 
level. Intermediate and advanced students are 
placed according to age and ability. All students 
are carefully observed during class and will 
be advanced to the next level as progress is 
made. Dance attire is sold in the studio during 
registration. There is a $20 registration fee for 
all students ($10 for each additional child in 
family).

Training
  Our training program is divided into three 
training levels. Our lower level of training 
begins with the Creative Dance level (ages 3-5 
years old). The second level is our Pre-Ballet 
and Tap classes (ages 5-8 years old). Our upper 
level classes are for 8 years old and up. At age 8 
the student is recommended to take two ballet 
classes a week to enter our pre-professional 
training program.

Lower Level

Creative Dance I (3 & 4 years of age)   –   45 
minute class that introduces the child to 
creative movement through self expression and 
the use of props. Tap will be introduced through 
simple song and dance steps. Children will begin 
to learn basic ballet etiquette. 

Creative Dance II (4 & 5 years of age) –  One hour 
class that teaches the child creative movement 
through self expression and the use of props. 
Children are given simple exercises and dance 
steps to enhance flexibility and coordination. Tap 
will be taught through simple song and dance 
routines. Ballet etiquette gently taught.

this discipline and students begin to focus toward 
their goals. As students begin to advance, they will 
be evaluated by the Director and will be moved to 
the next level. Students are recommended to take 
at least two classes of ballet per week to enter our 
pre-professional training program. Ballet is the 
most beneficial for body placement and the best 
foundation for any other dance form.

Pointe – Only when the back, abdominal muscles, 
legs and feet are strong enough may the student 
begin pointe work. A student can be placed on 
pointe at age 111/2 or 12 years of age with proper 
preparation. Students are placed on pointe at the 
discretion of the Director.

Tap – This class teaches the student coordination 
while learning rhythmic combinations. Students 
enjoy the quick accomplishment that can be 
learned through this training.

Jazz – This class offers a freer and less restricted 
form of dance. Students learn Broadway to 
Contemporary dance routines. Warm-ups and floor 
exercises are given at the beginning of class to 
upbeat and contemporary music.

Hip Hop – Class begins with funky warm-ups, 
followed by some jammin’ variations and combos 
to upbeat music. Hip Hop is a high-energy funky 
style of street dance that originated from the 
streets of New York and is used in all the music 
videos. Students love the fun and energetic art of 
this funky style of dance. Christian music or other 
appropriate music is used for this class.

Middle Level

Pre-Ballet and Tap (5 - 8 years of age) – One-
hour to 11/4-hour class. This class teaches basic 
technique at the barre and center floor along with 
terminology necessary for ballet training. Gentle 
discipline and encouragement are combined to 
help prepare the child for classical ballet, which 
may begin at age 8. Students also learn and enjoy 
tap exercises and steps given to upbeat music. Tap 
enhances rhythm and coordination.

Upper Level

Classical Ballet (Vaganova Technique) – One-
hour to 11/2-hour class is offered to ages 8 and
